I have enclosed for your review and, in some cases consideration, documents of presentation
relating to claims, transfers, and the financial condition of the Fund.

The statements included in this report are prepared on a “modified cash basis” and relate to
financial activity through the one month period ending June 30, 2017 for Closed Fund Years 1987
to 2012, and Fund Years 2013, 2014, 2015, 2016 and 2017. The reports, where required, are
presented in a manner prescribed or permitted by the Department of Insurance and the Division of
Local Government Services of the Department of Community Affairs.

All statements contained in this report are subject to adjustment by annual audit.

A summary of the contents of these statements is presented below.

INVESTMENT INTEREST:

Interest received or accrued for the period totaled $ 5637.05. This generated an average annual
yield of .98%. However, we have an unrealized net loss of $5,380.00 adjusting the reported yield to
.04% for the period. The total overview of the asset portfolio for the fund shows an overall
unrealized loss of $22,508.29 as it relates to the market value of $3,493,875.43 vs. the amount we
have invested. If we include accrued interest the market value is adjusted to $3,497,683.68.

Our asset portfolio with Wilmington Trust has 2 obligations less than two years and 4 obligations
greater than two years.

SHOET-TERM STATIONARY WORK ZONES

A shor-term stationsry work zone is defined by the 2009 edifon of the
MAManual on Uniform Traffic Conirel Devices (MUTCDY) as “daytime wiork
that ooompies a location for more than 1 howr within a single daylighs
peried”. Typical tasks that last fom one hour to one dayiime work shif
inchade: roadway pavine, repairing mpred undersTound water lines
repainng stonn water catch basins, minming roadside tress, and parking
work wvehicle(s) on the shoulder of the road for extended periods. This
Bulletin will disouss the minivmem waffic control planming and devices
nesded to safely guide motorists, bicyclists, and pedestrians around workers
and wotk wehicles dhmg dogilight hows. Night opersfions requirs
sdditonal planning and devices thar will not be discussed in this Bulletin

Planmingz for effective temporary traffic contol (TTC) begins with understanding the characteristics of the road
being worked on. Factors inchsde:

+  Posted speed limit and the speed that can realistically be expected

+ Traffic vohme and voleme varations during the day; such as momine and afternoon commmtes, school
bowrs, and possible hmch or shopping oaffic

# Topozraphy of the road; owrves, hills, sun glare or shadews, street width, shonlder characteristics ame 3
few factors that can impact the efectvensss of TTC plans

Tsing the local knowledze of the road and sntcipated conditons, planners of TTC will develop 2 plan in
accordance with the MUTCD for the 4 aress of a work zone:

s The ddvamce Farnimg Area is the secton where motorists are informed they are approaching sn area
where work will impact the nommal paths of wavel This is accomplished nsing typically one o three
sizme passibly in conjunction with anther warminge lishes or arrow: boands.

s+ The Imgnsiton 4Areg contains devices thet move maffic fom the lane(s) in which work is being

conducted imte open lames for waffic. For Shon-term Statensry Work Zomes, this would noomally
mchode a line of cones, called a Taper.

»  The dcnaty Areg inchades space needed for the work to be completed, parkine and moving space for
work vehicles, staging areas for supplies and other nterials, buffer spaces, and open lanes for maffic

curves of hills, on reads with high vohme of raffic or higher speed limits, and nesr infersactions.

It is important to remember only oniformed law enforcement officers can divect traffic azaimst a trafific
comtrel sigmal such as a waffic lizht Public works or utlity workers can only flag o direct waffic in
conjunction with traffic control siznals.

Ladder Safetv

Ladders are ome of the most frequently used tools in the workplace and in the home Familiamty can lead fo
underestimating the dangers associated with ladder uze. According to a recent smdy by the Centers for Diseaze
Control and Prewvention (CDIC). falls remain a leading canse of death and nearly half of those falls have been from
ladders. When a fask requires working above floar level, you nesd to decide whether to use a ladder or an elevated
work platform. Factors to consider m making this decision inchide-

»  The length of time the job will faks Movement betwesn work areas

v Side-tn-side movement of wark *  Two hands neaded to do wark

Use a ladder for jobs like wiring a security light or replacing a bulb, bat consider using an elevated plarform when
you have to do streouwous work such as freeing a seized pof, installing a mun of cable trays or remeving a heawvy
object. Any sudden movement can canse you to lose your balance.

Twice as many falls eceur while descendmg lodders compared fo going up ledders. Manapers must reinforce

proper climbing body pesiton and basic ladder safety policies:

»  Make zure vou have the right footwear. Foorwear should be clean, in good condition and withoat danplng laces.
Wear shoas with ship-resistant seles and menmymm balf meh heals.

» D not bold ebjects in your hand when moving up or dowr, or stepping on or off a ladder. Attach objects to your toal
belt or use a line afier you g2t to your wark spot

*  Alway: maintain 3-peint cooct when ascending or descending ladders. Hands shewld be slid alone side ik so as to
always be n comtact with ladder Extend amms and keep kpees mside the rils when moving up or down ladder,
Con't nash.

*  Upon nearing the botbom, watch where you place your feet. Make sure you do not miss the lower nmgs as you step
off.

The main canse of fally from siraight end extension lodders & siiding of the ladder bare. For steplodders, the
maim canse & ppimg sideways. Proper set-up and posiboning should be emphasized as the main contral against
these hazards.

» Always inspect a ladder before vou use i, rechedk it if it has been unattended. Ensure that the
feet of an extension ladder are et on fimmy, level surface.

»  Extension and straight ladders must be set using the “4:1 Enle ™ 4 fiald test for this is to stand
with the balls of your feet azainst the mside of the rmils. Extend your amms to shoulder heizhe,
The palms of your hands should be just inside the rails.

v The ladder should extend 37 (3 nmgs) past the upper landmz, soch as a roof, for safs access

» Do pot overreach, Move the ladder so that you can keep your belt bockle (pavel) inside the
rails and both feet on the sams rung throwshent the task Always face the ladder.

v Avoid working side-on from a stepladder, especially when drilling or applying force. Don't
place a foot on apother surface (window frame) to extend your reach.
»  Ladders should be secured top and betbom, for all bt the shorbest-term tasks.
